Planning for an Emergency

It is important that you have a contingency plan in place should
you find yourself unable to care for your relative, partner or
friend who relies on you, examples of an emergency could
include:

« You are late or unable to get home
« You have an accident
« You suddenly become ill

To access the Wirral Carers Emergency Contact Service you
will need to complete a simple registration form. As part of this
you will be required to identify 2 or 3 people who could be
contacted in the event of an emergency. They will need to
agree to be identified as a carer replacement and know what
sort of help they will be required to provide.

Once you return your application form, the Carers Team at
Wired will send out your Key fob. You will need to carry the Key
fob with you at all times. In the event of an emergency the
people you have identified on the application to take over your
caring role can then be contacted
